	Chair Dave Brunette called the Town Meeting to order at 5 PM. The meeting was noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/. The town clerk distributed minutes from the Monthly Town Board Meeting held in July, 2015. August, 2015, will be posted on the Town website. A motion was made by Chair Dave Brunette, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin, to approve the minutes of the August, 2015 meeting minutes as distributed and loaded on the Stella website.  All ayes, Motion carried.

	Treasurer’s Report

Old Business
Town Board--
Chairman and Supervisors: New and Follow up Information for Board
Supervisor Goodin summarized several items 
for discussion from the previous Town Bd. meetings. Due to time, these items needing further discussion will be placed on the agenda for the October Town Board meeting, if needed.
Suprv. Hirman and Suprv. Goodin summarized additional items that were close to finishing. 

	Treasurer, K. Baker, gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending Aug. 31, 2015.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Dave Brunette, to approve the Aug. 2015 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.

· FOLLOWUP-The opening of Stella Town Dump for resident’s disposal of branches and yard waste ONLY, was May 16, 2015.  Even though it had only a few residents using this opportunity to dump brush, leaves, etc. it, was well received.  Suprv. Goodin was at the dump site from 9 AM-1 PM to open the gate and assist.  A motion was made by Suprv. Bob Goodin, seconded by Suprv. Rich Hirman to open the Stella Town Dump for fall cleanup to Stella residents ONLY on one Saturday this fall for a few hours between 9 AM. -1 PM.  Due to the expense of newspaper ads, the Clerk will post the date/time on the Town bulletin Boards 7-10 days ahead. 
· Supervisors R. Hirman and B. Goodin inspected Roosevelt Rd. and Cross Country Rd.  It was the worst damage to that road that Bob has ever seen.  He called the Sheriff and they will have extra patrols in the area. Grading will be done on Cross Country Road and Roosevelt Road soon. Bruce Eades started trapping beavers on Cross Country Road to help with that situation.

· Lisa Hirman will be completing painting on the guard rails on Rasmusson   Road and Stella Lake Road, hopefully by end of October. All Ayes, Motion carried.
· Pitlik will be out here for the Deerhorn Road project in October, so it would be a good time to do the “shoulder” road work also. This was placed back on the agenda of the October meeting.  Bob will follow up with more information on whether Pitlik will be out in Stella at the appropriate time to do the shoulder work or the Town Board should then act on asking for one or two more verbal bids if bid is under $5,000.
· The semis that were hauling corn in big heavy trucks caused damage to Stella Lk. Rd. in the vicinity of 4570 Stella Lk. Rd. and Sec. 9 Rd. The cost for these two potholes will be between $9-$10,000. 
· A culvert at 5490 Spafford Rd is still used by farmers so the road over the culvert needs to be fixed.  Superv. Hirman and Superv. Goodin looked at the culvert and the location of the road, and this culvert should not be taken out, but should be unplugged to allow spring runoff.
· The right of way next to farming land is being used up to 1/2” from the road in some cases.  The Jewell’s property is one of these where the neighboring farm has used up to 16.5” from the center of the road.  and the farmer can plow right up to Jewell’s mailbox. The Board will continue working on the draft letter which will be sent to specific land owners for the remainder of this harvest season or before spring planting.
· Suprv. Goodin has put up all new fire numbers and posts as needed.  Also Bob gave a fire No. sign to Steve LA Port.

· Speed limit (45 mph) signs have all been put up. 
· Repaired the storage bldg. roof.  It wasn’t worth much, but will last another year with minimal cost.  It will be part of the 2016 proposed budget.  Entry pads installed for four garage doors on the Fire Station for $361.  There are 4 transmitters and remote openers and 2 keyless entry pads. 
· The Town Bd. asked for a verbal bid (under $5,000) for fixing up the perimeter around the new fire station. V. Baker submitted a verbal bid to Suprv. Goodin for the spreading of small rock around the perimeter of new fire department. V.Baker submitted a bid for materials/labor of $850. C. Spittelmeister submitted a verbal bid of $830 for protecting the entrance way-West door, on the new fire building, by putting scrap/sod around the perimeter of the new fire dept.  A motion to accept C. Spittelmeister’s bid of $830 was made by Chair Brunette, seconded by Suprv. Hirman.  All ayes, Motion carried.  A motion to accept V. Baker’s bid for $850 for fixing the perimeter around the new fire station was made by Suprv. Goodin, seconded by Chair Brunette.  All ayes, Motion carried.  
· The blacktop project (487’) from Nola Fish’s house from Hwy. C past 3rd Lake Rd. didn’t get completed last fall because of the early snowfalls.  The Board will put this on the priority list for road projects this spring if it does not get done now. Suprv. Goodin will check with Pitlik to see if his estimate is still good, and bid it out again if not.  The Town Board felt we should get this project done soon. 

· Suprv. Rich Hirman said he met with Pine Lake Chair, Jim Flory, regarding putting up gates up on each side and each end of Cross Country Rd. The fire department will have a key.  The estimate for a gate and post and locking system is approximately $850.  This will be on a future agenda for discussion if needed. 
· Suprv. Hirman brought up making reservations for hall.  He said he wanted to book a meeting and wondered about process. 
· More information regarding booking the town hall will be on the agenda for the Oct. 13, 2015 town board meeting.
· Gregg Oettinger to repair washout on Cross Country Rd.  Also waiting for DNR permit to replace Lilac Lane culvert. Cost of culvert is $10,600 for 40ft.x 6ft. culvert; or 40ft x 8ft culvert for $13,200.  Oettinger prefers the 8ft. x 40ft. culvert.  A motion was made by Chair Brunette, seconded by Suprv. Goodin, to approve Gregg Oettinger to purchase the preferable culvert (8 ft. 40 ft.) at $13,200, including installation.  Motion carried.
Invoices were reviewed and approved for payment.
