	Chair Dave Brunette called the meeting to order at 5 PM.  Quorum Present for the Town Board Meeting. Meeting noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/

Invoice Review
	The Treasurer, K. Baker, gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending December 31, 2014.  A motion was made by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Chair Dave Brunette, to approve the 12/31/2014 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Supervisor Goodin followed up with the Board on the patching projects we started in the Fall, but now those have been halted until Spring.  For more detail on the projects, which Pitlik & Wick came in low bid on, are both patching/graveling projects on Camp Bryn Afton Road.  One is to place 355 CY of road gravel to raise roadway 10” for proper drainage.  Length of project is 487’ on Camp Bryn Afton Road. The second project is 220’ in length, placing 45 CY of road gravel in this area.  Pitlik will also place 3’ wide gravel shoulders after paving. 
Supervisor Goodin indicated the Town put up protective coverings over WPS gas meters to prevent ice buildup and breakage.  The coverings are up with the project being done by Spittlemeister Steel.
Suprv. Goodin summarized the fire and first responder calls for Dec. 2014.  This will be an item on agendas of future meetings.  
A general discussion took place at the last few monthly meetings to upgrade the town hall.  Supervisor Deb Polinski has received written quotes from several electric/lighting vendors from the area and will continue to follow up with the Board.  She has also obtained estimates on floor tiles with or without installation.  Supervisor Deb Polinski will continue to seek bids for various improvements to the town hall and bring the information back to the Board.
The Town Clerk informed the Board that a Primary Election is not required in the Town of Stella on Feb. 17th.  Also there are no School Board Elections on that day.  Both local elected officers and School Board will be on the April 7th ballot.  The election hours are from 7 AM-8 PM at the Stella Town Hall.

Rich Hirman was present to ask about the road conditions.  He did not feel Oettinger’s plow trucks were doing a very good job on the town road intersections.  He felt more road money should be spent on pushing the snowbanks back and sanding more heavily at these intersections.  The trucks do not seem to be spreading the sand all around at the intersections, but instead, just spreading  it haphazardly.  Supervisor Goodin said he called Oettinger and told him to scrap and sand, especially if it warms up.   It gets really slippery but within an hour it is softened up.   
Board of Review will be as follows:  Open Book will be 3-5 PM on June 1, 2015, at the Stella Town Hall with the regular Board of Review from 5- 7 PM. If you have questions or want to file an appeal, call the Town Clerk  (714-369-0543) to fill out an Appeal form before the Board of Review.
Supervisor Goodin has not received the paper work yet to apply for the culvert grants.

Supervisor Goodin reviewed the dates and locations of the various fund raisers that are coming up in January and February.
