	· Bob Goodin gave an update on the condition of some of the town roads. 
· Road limits are on.
· Dan Matson did some extra plowing on some roads so they didn’t get torn up.
· 3rd Lake Road is pretty bad--you can get through with a 4-wheel drive truck but not a car. Oettinger will repair the road this week.  
· Oettinger will also scrape Sec. 9 Road which has deep ruts.
· Letter of approval went to Oneida Cty. Shop so Oettinger can pick up black top patching materials.

· Oettinger has started on Moens Lk. Road pulling up blacktop to find out what’s under it.  Will let it sit for a few months to settle and pack down. B. Goodin will start checking on prices to see if we need to go out for bid or not on the road work.

· The DOT contacted the Chair regarding placing a “exempt” sign by the railroad tracks on Stella Lake Road so people don’t have to stop before crossing since no trains come through there anymore.  D. Brunette will get back to the DOT indicating the town’s agreement.

· J. Fish and K. Baker would like to keep some older town documents in the Town Hall and need a designated storage area.  Bob will discuss this request with the Fire Dept. so some area in fire station can be made available.

· A notice was received from the company that supplied and services our Edge voting machine for town elections.  They have several reconditioned Edge voting machines available for sale to townships at a cost of $2,200.  The town would like to purchase one of these Edge voting machines if still available.  A motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette to contact the Edge vendor to purchase a reconditioned machine for $2,200 if available.  All aye, motion carried.
