· Warehouse Rd by the Tower
· Stella Lk. Rd.- two areas that need repair

· Tenderfoot Rd. – three areas that need repair

· Moen Lk. Dr. – two areas that need repair.

Pitlik & Wick have their road material pit in Stella for the duration of the project on Hwy. C.  Bob indicated it would be a good opportunity to get a discount on blacktop with the materials out here.  Also Bob informed the Board of a new process that is being used called “foaming.”  It is significantly cheaper. We should try it.  If it doesn’t hold up, we could use it as a base for blacktop.

A MOTION WAS MADE FOR BOB TO PURCHASE THE PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT FROM MENARDS FOR THE PURCHASE PRICE OF $2,000-$2200 THAT WOULD BE SET UP BY THE STELLA FIRE DEPT.  ALL AYE, MOTION CARRIED.
