	K. Baker gave the Treasurer’s report as 6/30/11.  A motion to approve the July Treasurer’s Report was made by D. Brunette, seconded by D. Polinski.  Motion carried.
· B.Goodin, Supervisor, gave an update on the installation of the new wood playground set that was installed on the town hall property.  The original plans were to have the Fire Dept. put up the playground set.  Due to lack of help, B. Goodin contracted with Nathan Bell to build the playground set for the town general laborer rate. Suggestions were made relative to the ropes on the climbing portion being too loose/long for safety purposes; ropes were adjusted.  The playground equipment has already attracted many users.  
· Discussion was held on various procedures and the correct process to be followed.  Board members must bring back decisions to a special/regular board meeting if project expenses are a part of the final decision. Special meetings may be called within 24 hour’s notice.  
· Five individual road projects (none greater than $25,000) were approved at the June 2011 meeting and posted on the three town’s posting boards 10 days before commencing of the first project.  Pitlik and Wick offered a reduced price as they currently have their gravel pit on Hwy. C in the Town of Stella activated due to their work with the County Hwy. Dept. on Hwy. C.
· A picnic table will be placed in the area of the playground equipment.

· The Recall Election is August 16th for District 12. 
· The Stella Town Bd. is going with the county’s recommendation of two supervisors because the supervisor from Pelican Lake is very knowledgeable and this would benefit our township.

· A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by B. Goodin, to approve the residential and farming rezoning petition #7-2011 of Steven and Ann Wellens, owners, and Scott Eades, agent.  All aye, motion carried.  The Clerk will confirm this by email to the County Land Use Dept. that the Town has no objections to this rezoning.
· A motion was made by Dave Brunette, seconded by Deb Polinski to notify the Oneida County Land Use Dept. that the Town has no objections to the County approving the access and utility review of Carl & Bonnie Fish, owner, and Soder Surveying, being part of G.L. 4, and SE SE, Sec. 1, T37N, R10, ST 11-1.  All aye, motion carried.  The Clerk will confirm this by email to the County Land Use Dept. that the Town has no objections.
