	Clerk Jean Fish reviewed the entire proposed 2012 Town of Stella Budget for the Board.  No changes were made to the proposed budget.  
Following this initial hearing, Chair Brunette called the Special Town Meeting of Electors to order.  A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by R. Goodin, to approve the proposed highway expenditures for 2012.  All aye, motion carried.  

A second motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by R. Goodin, to approve the 2011 town tax levy to be paid in 2012 pursuant to Sec. 60.10 (1)(a) of WI Statues.  Motion carried.  This levy will meet the allowable levy limit permitted by the state which is applied to the 2010 levy and debt service for general obligation debt authorized after July 1, 2005.  
A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by D. Polinski, to approve the carryover of the unused tax levy from the previous year to the 2011 allowable levy limit pursuant to Sec. 66.0602(3) (f) 3 of WI Stats.  Motion carried.

The meeting was called to order by D. Brunette, Chair.  A motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by R. Goodin, to approve the November 2010 minutes as distributed.  
K. Baker presented the monthly Treasurer’s report.  A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by R. Goodin, that the Treasurer’s report be approved as read.  

An initial hearing was conducted to review the zoning request from O.C. Zoning for McClaren/McLaughlin.  The Board had no objections to the zoning request to rezone their property from #15 Rural Residential to #04 Residential & Farming.  Also if approved the Town would need to update the Town’s Comprehensive Land Use plan to include this change.  A resolution will be placed on the January Board meeting for adoption.
