	K. Baker, Treasurer gave the monthly financial report.  A Motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by B.Goodin, to accept the report as read.  Motion carried.
No one showed up last month for the initial ATV meeting regarding use of some town roads.  This topic will be tabled until more interest is shown by citizens of the town of Stella. 
Bob has ordered signs for several town roads:  Stella Lake Road and Spring Drive, and a sign for a newly named town road, “Antler Pass.”
B. Tegen, Fire Chief, explored the possibility with the Town Board of getting a newer tanker truck as the current one needs to be replaced. $5,000 has been allotted for equipment in this year’s budget.   After further discussion, Chair Brunette stated that the town would match funds contributed by the Stella Volunteer Fire Dept. in this effort to replace the tanker.

The fire dept. also received a $2000 grant from Plum Creek that could be used to purchase a new all-terrain vehicle.
The bid opening was held at 7 PM.  Three bids were received and accepted before 7 PM, June 5th.  No other bidders.  Bidders on the project were American Asphalt for $60,807.25; Musson Bros. $61,185.90; Pitlik & Wick $52,991.25.  Bids were opened and recorded.  The Board will review bids for accuracy and will indicate the winning bid at the July 10th Board meeting.
As of the July monthly meeting, the board agreed to switch the day to the 2nd Tuesday of the month with the meeting to begin at 5 PM, to accommodate the work schedule of the Town Chair.  
Bills were reviewed and accepted for payment.
