A thank you was sent to B. Tegen for plowing Cambria Point over the last few years.  Bart has decided not to continue this service to the town, and Danny Matson, Outdoor Services, will be contracted as of Nov. 2012 to take care of Cambria Point as discussed.

The supervisors both gave updates on the status of the Dean Johnson zoning request regarding Musky Bay Resort.  There seems to be some confusion on the message from Oneida County Zoning.  Deb P. will contact Nadine at the Oneida County Planning & Zoning Office regarding this and invite her to our next board meeting on Nov. 13th at 5 PM to explain the issue at hand.  Dean Johnson will also be invited to attend the meeting.  It will be the intention of the Town Board to take action on this matter at that meeting. This will be put on the Nov. 13th Town Board agenda.
Deb Polinski received a call from J. Kuczmarski regarding the washout on Snowden Lake Rd.  Bob said he talked to Oettinger about doing the work, but apparently he hasn’t had time yet.  Bob will follow up with Oettinger.  J. Kuczmarski asked about putting a culvert there.  He also wants to get one of his fire numbers replaced.  Bob will follow up on this also.  

Bob G. said Sunset Lane blacktop project has been completed.  It is very nice.  Dave Brunette, Chair, is preparing the grant application.

Stella Volunteer Fire Dept. will hold the annual Christmas Party on Saturday, December 1st this year.  Invitations will be coming in the mail.  This is a fun event that is well attended by the Town of Stella and the Town of Gagen.  
The ATV trails were discussed briefly.  Information from the Town’s Association indicates that the town could open up their town roads for ATV travel with only an ordinance.  A public hearing is not needed.  Discussion led to who the town would allow to travel on the town roads designated; would it be all town roads; would fees be charged; would proof of insurance be required; and are grants available for signage.  This item will most likely be placed on a future Town Board agenda, depending on interest.
