BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING
On Tuesday, November 13, a PUBLIC HEARING on the proposed 2013 Budget and proposed tax levy and review of road expenditures for the Town of Stella, Oneida County, began at 6:00 PM, directly following the regular Town Board Meeting at the Stella Town Hall.  The Town Clerk reviewed the proposed budget line by line.  The proposed amount for highway expenditures for 2013 is $140,000.  The Town of Stella’s proposed tax levy is $1.83 per thousand dollars of valuation.  This is not the total tax levy which also includes the school district, technical college district, the state of WI, and Oneida County’s levy.  This is only $.03 more than last year’s town levy.  A motion to accept the proposed highway expenditures was made by Dave Brunette, seconded by Bob Goodin.  Motion carried.  A motion to adjourn the Public Hearing and move into the Special Town Meeting was made by Dave Brunette, seconded by Deb Polinski.
