	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending December 31, 2012.  A motion was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Bob Goodin, to approve the Treasurer’s report, Motion carried.
Suprv. Bob Goodin said he had received a complaint regarding a property which looked like dumpsite in progress.  However, upon checking the property, he found the pile of debris had been burned and he saw no reason for pursuing the complaint any further. 
The election primary on Feb. 19th may be heavy due to the school referendum on the ballot for both K-12 and Three Lakes. D. Polinski, who is also an Election Inspector, may sit on the Election Board that day since none of the town offices need to be on the primary ballot as there are no contents. They will be on the ballot for the Spring election on April 2, 2013.  The Clerk will need to replace D. Polinski on the board for that election.
Cambria Point snow plowing was discussed.  This is used as a turnaround for the plow trucks and requires more meticulous plowing.  Also, the price of gas raised at least $1 per gallon since last year.  It was agreed that the contractor would receive $75 per plowing for Cambria Point beginning 1/1/2013.  A motion was made by R. Goodin, seconded by D. Polinski, to approve the rate of $75 per plowing for Cambria Point in the Town of Stella. All ayes, Motion carried.
Bob suggested purchasing additional 6-foot tables for use in the town hall.  We are currently using approximately 10 tables that are still in good shape, but the rest of them could be given away for the hauling or sold at a minimal cost.  A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by D. Polinski that Supr. Goodin purchase 10-15 new 6-foot tables for the town hall, with a maximum of $500 for the purchase.  All aye, Motion Carried.  
J. Fish, Town Clerk, requested new town posting boxes to replace the current boxes that are falling apart from the weather.  R. Goodin said he would see that this is completed before the next town board meeting.

R. Goodin gave an update on the VFD purchase of a 6x6 Range at a price of $4500.  The fire department also ordered a trailer for the ATV from the Sportsman in Three Lakes for $1850.  The old Tanker truck underwent repair and is now running very well.  
A vintage snowmobile enduro race will be held on Moens Lake on Feb. 2.  The event is being co-sponsored by the Stella VFD and Judy’s Twin Pines. Then on Feb. 16, a second enduro race will also be held on Moens Lake with the Stella VFD and Birchwood Bar co-sponsoring the event.

Invoices were reviewed and authorized for payment by the Town Board.
