	Deb stated she was checking on a tree that is hanging over the power lines on the corner of Spring Dr./Tenderfoot Rd.  She will call WPS to see if they have plans to take it down.
Oneida County Landfill sent a letter regarding a tire recycling project that could be held in the township to pick up old tires that residents have lying around their property.  The county would use grant money to supply the truck to pickup the tires, as well as reimburse the people that the town could get to work on the day-long project.  The Board felt it would be a worthwhile project.  It was moved by D. Brunette, seconded by R. Goodin that Supervisor Deb Polinski follow up with Oneida County Landfill to begin making plans for the recycling project.  Motion carried.

C. Crump and C. Spittlemeister gave an update on the loan process for the new fire department addition.  The loan will be set up for $150,000 with the possibility of $10,000 from a grant.  The rate is 4.37% on a 20 year loan.  As soon as the paper work is complete with signatures, the Chair and Casey Crump, Stella VFD will go to a local bank to secure a 90 day construction loan in the interim until Rural Development assumes the loan.  Casey did not have the exact percentage that would be on the construction loan.  Dave and Casey will go jointly to the bank next week to secure the loan.  A motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by R. Goodin, to approve the loan amount of $150,000 through Rural Development for the construction of the Stella Voluntary Fire Dept. addition.  Motion carried.  A motion was made to authorize Dave Brunette, Stella Town Chair to sign all documents concerning the fire department loan.  Motion carried.  
At the town board meeting on May 6th the fire department will give a brief presentation on the new addition.  

The fire department also requested use of the brush cutter and pole saw purchased a while ago by the town.  If they had access to the equipment by housing it in the Fire Department, the VFD could use it for brush fires and also keep the equipment sharpened for the town.  It would continue to be available to members of the town board.  A motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette to donate the brush cutter and pole saw to the Stella Volunteer Fire Dept. for use in brush fires.  Motion carried.
