	Chair Brunette called the Annual Budget Meeting to order at 7 PM.

	
	J. Fish, Clerk
	Minutes were distributed and posted on the town website. It was moved by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette to approve the December 2006 minutes as distributed.  Motion carried.
J. Fish, Clerk, went over the proposed 2008 town budget by line item, answering questions as needed.  Due to the state budget recently passed, the town is required to stay within the tax freeze guidelines for this year of 3.8% over last year’s budget.  Spending a minimum $85,000 on road work, both new construction and road maintenance, was a major consideration when setting the 2008 budget to enable the town to maintain its current level of state transportation aid.  Another item in next year’s proposed budget was the $13,000 for the final payment on the 10-year loan for the fire engine purchased in 1998.  This line item for the fire department loan payment will be retained in the debt service portion of the proposed budget for 2009 to pay for the building addition to the fire station. This is approximately the same amount as the loan payment made the past 10 years for the fire engine.  The addition is needed to house the two additional vehicles acquired this year through grants.  The fire department was commended for their initiative and hard work obtaining these much needed vehicles.    
A motion was made by Greg Golden, seconded by Bob Goodin to approve the 2008 town budget as presented.  Motion carried

A motion was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Bob Goodin to approve the tax levy mill rate of $11.66 per $1000 in assessed valuation.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Dave Brunette to adjourn the Annual Town meeting.  Motion carried.

The rate is 4.5% for the $150,000 loan, and the payment will be approximately $11,532/yr. for a 20 year loan and $18,957/yr. for a 20 year loan.  A resolution will need to be passed at a future meeting naming an agent for the town board to be available to work closely with the project, for change orders, etc.,  since the Board only meets once a month.
