	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending May 31, 2013.  A motion was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Bob Goodin, to approve the Treasurer’s report, Motion carried.
Superv. Goodin noted that the ATV signs were all posted by Wednesday, June 12. The Town of Stella ATV ordinance was then posted and became effective.  The Clerk added that a copy of the new ordinance was sent to the Madison office of the DNR, to the Oneida County Sheriff’s Dept. and to Country Financial, the town’s insurance.  Coverage was added, however, there is no additional charge.
Bob Goodin stated that plans are set for the meat raffle to be held at Birchwood Bar to raise the $1300 needed for the new signs.  The Three Lakes Nicolet ATV Club, of which Stella is a charter, will be helping with the event.  They have been very successful in raising money for the ATV club.  Bob will update the Board on the success of the event at the July Board meeting.
Bob Goodin also reported that he had checked with the DNR on a permit to open the dump one or two times to burn brush, yard debris, etc., as requested by Stella residents at the April Annual Meeting.  The DNR had no specific rules other than “no household garbage, furniture, appliances and the like could be hauled into the dump.  The dump would need to be manned during this event to make sure people are in compliance.

Oettinger Excavating will be starting the grading of Cross County Road, Sec. 9 Road, and Warehouse Road.
Invoices were reviewed by the Town Board and recommended for payment.
There being no further business a motion to adjourn was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette.  Meeting adjourned at 7:20 PM.
