	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending Aug. 31, 2013.  There is a balance of $49,576.12 in the Stella checking account and $141,693.92 in the Stella Money Market tax account for a total of $191,270.04.  A motion was made by Bob Goodin, seconded by Deb Polinski to approve the Treasurer’s report, Motion carried.
Supervisor Goodin gave a report on road projects.  All chip seal projects are complete as well as the culvert work on Cross Country Road. Oettinger Excavating also graded Sec. 9 and Warehouse Road. Brushing needs to be completed on E. Stella Lake Rd. A request was received to reconstruct the “T” intersection of Spafford Road and Spring Drive.  In order for this to happen, WPSC would have to move a power pole, which would cost the town of Stella approximately $6500.  It is located on town right-of-way.  Bob will get an estimate.
Bob stated Deer Horn looks like the next project but will most likely be held until next year.  Also we need to redo shoulders on Stella Lake Road.

Also under old business, Bob Goodin noticed a change that was approved but needed to be changed on the ATV/UTV ordinance.  The clerk will make the following change:  Line B2 should read:  If you are under 16, you cannot operate any ATV on a roadway or route under any circumstances.
The Fire Dept. ATV Spud Fest went very well.  The Fire Dept. made approximately $2200 in donations with the successful meat raffles and other donations.  
Bruce Eades has been trapping beaver to unplug various culverts/take down beaver dams by Lilac Lane, Tenderfoot and Cross Country Road.
Supervisor Goodin brought an issue before the Board that needs further information before any decision can be made by the total Town Board.  The property owner has not approached the total Town Board with this request.  The Chairperson, will contact the DOT to find out the exact length of the portion of Tenderfoot Rd. that is in question. The Town Clerk will contact the WI Towns Assn. for more information on the pros and cons of this action, whether it is favorable for the town to take such action, and what it involves.  This item will be on the next agenda for follow-up and discussion only.
Allow invoices were presented and approved by the Stella Town Board.
