	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending Sept. 2013.  There is a balance of $30,790.39in the Stella checking account and $141,729.44 in the Stella Money Market tax account for a total of $172,519.83.  A motion was made by David Brunette, seconded by Deb Polinski to approve the Treasurer’s report, Motion carried.
Supr. Goodin attended the TRIP meeting held at the county shop.  Twenty towns applied for the TRIP grant.  Stella is third highest in total amount of dollars received from this grant so our town’s projects will not be eligible because of this for at least two years.  
Most of road projects have been graded and washouts fixed (i.e. Cross Country Road).

Karl Thorsen asked where the town was at with the Green Waste Project.  Superv. Goodin said the dump is pretty overgrown and the town will have to get someone to brush out the road to the dumping area.  Also we have to get someone to monitor the dump to insure that only brush, leaves, grass clippings, etc. are disposed of.  Bob will take care of the details.  Tentative dates would be Oct. 26 and Nov. 2.  Jean will post notices in the newspaper.  Bob will post the information on the town bulletin boards.

Bruce Eades will continue trapping beaver, unplugging various culverts, and taking down beaver dams on Spring Dr. and Cross Country Road.
The Town Clerk contacted the WI Towns Assn. for more information on the pros and cons of discontinuing portions of public roads as a cost-saving measure. This information was distributed to the board. No property owner has approached the total Town Board with the request to purchase a portion of a town road.  This item may be brought up again at a future meeting.  Chair Brunette will contact the town’s attorney to get further information on whether the town can sell land and for how much to recoup current expenses for road improvement.  

The November meeting will be scheduled for the 2nd Tuesday of the month as usual, which is Nov. 12th at 5 PM at the town hall.  However, the Annual Budget Hearing on the proposed 2014 budget and Special Town Meeting will be held on the 1st Tuesday in December (Dec. 3, 2013) beginning at 5 PM.  The Special Town Meeting will immediately follow the conclusion of the Annual Budget Meeting.  Notice is also given that immediately following the Special Town Meeting; the December Town Board meeting will be called to order.
All invoices were presented and approved by the Stella Town Board.  

There being no further business a motion to adjourn was made by D. Polinski, seconded by B. Goodin.  Meeting adjourned at 6:20 PM.
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
