	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending December, 2013. A motion was made by David Brunette, seconded by Bob Goodin to approve the Treasurer’s report, Motion carried.
Frank Johnson, a Stella taxpayer, attended the town meeting to inform the Board that his insurance did not cover the roof damage he suffered during a storm a few months ago, The town insurance did not cover either as the tree was rotted at the bottom and blew down, landing on Frank’s property.  The town insurance does not pay for rotting trees.  There was another tree rotted in the same area so the Town had Dan’s Outdoor Service take the tree down.
Bob G. said the Town of Pine Lake had an ATV sub-committee meeting to explore possible use of designated town roads for ATV travel. Four roads in the Town of Pine Lake were approved for ATV use and will open this Spring as soon as signage can be installed.  The roads will link with roads in the Town of Stella to allow a greater range of travel to surrounding townships by ATVers.  
The Town of Stella Christmas Party held on Saturday, Dec. 7th, was well attended and enjoyed by young and old. As every year, a visit by Santa was fun for all.

A Vintage Snowmobile race will be held Feb. 8th on Moens Lake.  It is a joint effort between the VFD and Birchwood Bar.  The VFD will be doing most of the work of organizing the race, but the food and beverages will be sponsored by Birchwood Bar.  The following week, February 15th, Stella VFD will co-sponsor the oval race with Hirman’s Twin Pines.
