Suprv. Goodin updated the Board on Frank Johnson’s small claims suit that he has brought against the Town. The tree, located on the next lot belonging to the town, broke off and a branch(s) hit Frank’s roof, puncturing a hole.  The wind caused the tree branches to break off.  Repair was approximately $860 in damages.  All small claims must go through a court mediator before going before the judge in the hopes that the claim can be settled in mediation. Country Financial, the town’s liability insurance is responsible for any payment that might be awarded to Mr. Johnson.  This will take place at 9 AM, on Thurs. Mar. 27, 2014.  J. Fish, Town Clerk, and Bob Goodin, Town Supervisor will represent the Town Board in themediation.
The Board discussed Stella Lake Road and noted that the water is getting high by the creek.  Supervisor Goodin will talk to Oettinger about the culvert and will also talk to Bruce Eades and Ray Briggs to check out the possibility of beaver causing this problem.
