	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending April 30, 2014.  A motion was made by Dave Brunette, seconded by Bob Goodin, to approve the April Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Suprv. Goodin gave a summary of the conditions of roads in Stella.  Two culverts need replacing on Spring Drive.  The DNR recommends increasing size to 36”.  One culvert on E. Stella Lake Road needs a DNR permit, while the one west of Stella Lake Road doesn’t require a permit.  Potholes look to be a big job this 
Spring.  Bob has been doing a review of the entire town for potholes.  
Bob said the fire department has a question regarding fire numbers.  A property owner on Hunters Trail doesn’t want fire numbers in an effort to keep the property more private.  Bob said he put two up for the original two residents, but now there are going to be four dwellings that need numbers.  The County is working on getting all hunting shacks on the assessment role.  Currently, some of these hunting shacks are not assessed.  They said each dwelling needs a fire number for that reason and for the purpose of safety.  How else is an ambulance or fire vehicle going to assist residents in this area, if all residences, including hunting shacks, have its own fire number?  Chair Brunette has five fire numbers applications at his home right now that have to be dealt with.  The town is required to have fire numbers on all properties that have some type of building on the premises.  The Oneida County Zoning office told E. Franson, that they needed to have a recorded fire number with the town/county, but they do not have to physically post it.  Fire Dept. members Bob Goodin, Greg Golden, and Bart Tegen responded to a fire call in Monico where a shed shared a fire number with another building since he is using an existing driveway. Bob will continue to check the validity of this and refer question to Oneida County Planning and Zoning.  Also, the Board of Review committee will ask the Town’s Assessor about this at today’s Board of Review meeting.

Shoulder work on some of the town roads was discussed.  A motion was made by Chair Brunette, seconded by Suprv. Polinski, to spend $5000-$7500 on shoulder work, as needed.  Bob will follow up with contractor regarding this project.  Also, A. Ring, taxpayer, suggested giving the town hall lot and building an exterior “facelift” with a little paint and a new flagpole.  C. Spittlemeister will do the work on the flagpole for initial estimate of $400.  

Reminder that the June Monthly meeting will be changed to Thursday, June 5th, beginning at 5 PM in the Town Hall Kitchen. Board of Review will also meet Thursday, June 5th in the main hall.  Open Book runs from 3-5 PM, with Board of Review convening from 5-7 PM.

All invoices were reviewed and approved by the Stella Town Board.  

There being no further business a motion to adjourn was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette.  Meeting adjourned at 6:20 PM.
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
