	Chair Dave Brunette called the meeting to order at 5 PM.  Quorum Present for the Town Board Meeting. Meeting noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/
Minutes were distributed for the Board’s review and approval. A Motion to accept the minutes as distributed was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Dave Brunette.  Motion carried.

	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending May 31, 2014.  A motion was made by Bob Goodin, seconded by Deb Polinski, to approve the May Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Suprv. Goodin said it has been a year since the ATV ordinance was adopted.  Part of the ordinance was to review it and any complaints in one year.  Supervisor Goodin stated he had no complaints.  Supervisor Polinski stated she had only one comment on the ATVs using town roads, and it was a good comment.  
Bob explained to the Board that he had been working with the Town of Pine Lake regarding an addition to the ATV/UTV ordinance, pursuant to Sec 23.33 (II) WI Stats. which would allow the town to authorize the operation of ATV/UTV’s on a highway bridge that is 1,000 feet in length or less.  The ordinance would allow ATV’s to operate on the shoulder of Hwy. C from Camp Bryn Afon Road across the bridge crossing 3rd lake to North or South Limberlost Roads, thus joining the Town of Stella and the Town of Pine Lake.  The revised ordinance is pending approval from the Town of Pine Lake and the Oneida County Highway Dept.  A motion was made by Supr. Deb Polinski, seconded by Chair Dave Brunette to authorize Supervisor Bob Goodin to add this information to the Stella ATV/UTV ordinance if it is approved by the town of Pine Lake and Oneida County.  Motion carried.  Bob will provide follow up at a future meeting of the Town Board.
Bob is following up on the fire number concerns brought to the Town Board last month.   He is trying to check the validity of this and refer questions to Oneida County Planning and Zoning.  Questions were also addressed by the Town Assessor, Todd Anderson.  The Town Board felt all driveways/buildings in Stella must have their own fire number.  Based on safety issues, The Board will work on creating an ordinance to clarify that all fire numbers will be posted so that emergency vehicles are given correct information.  

Shoulder work on some of the town roads was discussed.  Bob talked with a contractor regarding this project which is estimated at about $3,025.  A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by D. Polinski, to go ahead with this project. Motion carried.  Also, A. Ring, taxpayer, suggested giving the town hall lot and building an exterior “facelift” with a little paint and a new flagpole. Supervisor Goodin said he had spoken to Carl Spittlemeister about the bent flag pole.  A new flag pole will be in place by July 4th.  The cost of the pole will be approximately $200, plus the cost of a solar light.   

Pothole repair has been completed.  Permits received from the DNR and culverts are done.  Various roads need grading yet.   Overhead brushing was discussed.  Bob Goodin will check on the various roads where it is needed.  This item will be placed on the July Town Board Agenda.  Dates are being reviewed for “Stella Spud Fest.”  

All invoices were reviewed and approved by the Stella Town Board.  A motion to adjourn at 6:10 PM was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette
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
