	Chair Dave Brunette called the meeting to order at 5 PM.  Quorum Present for the Town Board Meeting. Meeting noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/
Minutes were distributed for the Board’s review and approval. A Motion to accept the minutes as distributed was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Dave Brunette.  Motion carried.

	The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending June 30, 2014.  A motion was made by Suprv. Deb Polinski, seconded by Suprv. Bob Goodin, to approve the 6/30/14 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Suprv. Goodin said updated the Board on the road work projects.  Work on the culvert was started.  It is completely rusted and the new culvert will provide a better flow of water.  The new flag pole is in place at the Town Hall.  Work will be started on Stella Lake Road and the entrance drive to the Town Hall in August.  Two written quotes were received for that project.  It was awarded to the lowest bidder, who was Mussons.  Pitlick bid $21,200 and Musson came in at $19,300.  A motion to accept Musson’s bid of $19,300 was made by Suprv. Goodin, seconded by Suprv. Polinski.  Motion carried.  
Bob said that he and B&B Bobcat LLC took a look at work needed on Lilac Lane.  V.Baker will be spreading about 15 yards of gravel on Lilac Lane project.  Oettinger Excavating estimated repairing the bridge posts and rails on Stella Lake Road at approximately $5500-$6000.  The county made additional suggestions which would come to approximately $9,734.  Shoulder work along many of the roads was discussed.  The Board discussed putting off part of this work until next year’s budget.  Also high tree brushing was discussed.  There are parts of some town roads, however, that definitely need it now.  Bob Feldman will be doing some of the town roads that need brushing along the sides.  This project is estimated at approximately $1800. We may be able to get Oneida County to do the high brushing when they are out here with their equipment.  Bob will continue to follow up on the various road projects and update the Board again in August.  
Bob said the Spud Fest in Stella will be delayed until September because the first two choices for dates are not available.  The Town Hall is already booked.  Bob will take this information back to the Fire Dept. meeting and provide a new date at the next Town Board meeting.

A Primary Election is scheduled for Tuesday, August 12, 2014.  All residents in Wards 1 and 2 will vote at the Town Hall. 
All invoices were reviewed and approved by the Stella Town Board.  A motion to adjourn at 6:10 PM was made by Suprv. Goodin, seconded by Suprv. D. Polinski.
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
