	Supervisor Deb Polinski called the meeting to order at 5 PM.  Quorum Present for the Town Board Meeting. Meeting noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/
Minutes were distributed for the Board’s review and approval. A Motion to accept the minutes as distributed was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin.  Motion carried.

	The Clerk gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending July 31, 2014.  A motion was made by Suprv. Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Deb Polinski, to approve the 7/31/14 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Suprv. Goodin said updated the Board on the road work projects.  Pitlik will be doing the shoulder work.  Work is done on Stella Lake Road and the entrance drive to the Town Hall.  B&B Bobcat finished the work needed on Lilac Lane.  Oettinger will work on the guard rails and culvert on Stella Lake Road in the next one or two weeks. Oettinger Excavating estimated repairing the bridge posts and rails on Stella Lake Road for approximately $5500-$6000.  The county made additional suggestions which would come to approximately $9,734, which we will not do.  Shoulder work along many of the roads was discussed.  Some can wait. However, there are parts of some town roads that definitely need it now.  Bob Feldman is just about done with the town roads that need brushing along the sides. The County completed the roads that needed high brushing. Oettinger did cold patching on Deer Horn and Camp Bryn Afon Roads, and minor patching on Warehouse Road. Bob will continue to follow up on the various road projects and update the Board as needed.  Grating roads will be done based on need.  The Board felt Cross Country Road grading could be deferred until Spring.  A brief discussion was held regarding the town’s brushing equipment. The Brush Hog is old and is not in very good condition.  The Board may sell it, if possible, or dispose of it.  A new auger would be approximately $500. 
Bob said the Spud Fest in Stella will be delayed until September because the first two choices for dates the hall was not available.  Bob will bring information back to the Fire Dept. meeting and provide a new date at the next Town Board meeting.

A date was set for the annual dump opening for town residents to dump their yard waste (grass clippings, leaves, brush).  The old Stella Town Dump will be open on Saturday, September 27th from 9 AM until 2 PM.  An attendant will be on site.  Dan’s Outdoor Service will mow the entrance of the dump for easier access. This information will be posted on the 3 town bulletin boards and in the Star Journal on 9/13-14/14 edition.  If you have questions, call Supervisor Bob Goodin at 715-369-8920.

Rich Hirman approached the Town Board regarding volunteering to clean up the town landing on Snowden Lake.  In the past it was kept up and quite a few people used it for swimming.  He would not charge the town for his labor, just supplies.  He is anticipating new gravel on the path, a new bench, and beach sand.  He has already approached the County Land Office and the County Conservationist to make sure he meets all requirements.  A motion was made by Deb Polinski, seconded by Bob Goodin, to have Rich Hirman go ahead with the improvement  project on the Public Landing on Snowden Lake and to approve $500 for the supplies. All ayes, Motion carried. The Board thanked Rich Hirman for his willingness to offer his labor to improve town property.  

All invoices were reviewed and approved by the Stella Town Board.  A motion to adjourn at 6:15 PM was made by Suprv. Goodin, seconded by Suprv. D. Polinski.
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
