	ANNUAL BUDGET HEARING

The proposed 2015 budget for the Town of Stella was presented to the public.  After detailed discussion, a motion was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Chair, Dave Brunette, to approve the Town of Stella 2015 Annual Budget.  All aye, motion carried. A motion to close the Budget Hearing and open the Special Town Meeting was made by Supervisor D. Polinski, seconded by Supervisor B. Goodin.  Motion carried.

SPECIAL TOWN MEETING

A motion to approve the proposed highway expenditures for 2015 in the amount of $155,000 was made by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Deb Polinski.  Motion carried.

Also a motion to adopt the Town of Stella 2014 tax levy ($159,224) to be paid in 2015, pursuant to Sec. 60.10 (1)(a) of the WI statutes, was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Chair Dave Brunette.  Motion carried.  . A motion was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin, to close the Special Town Meeting and open the monthly Town Board meeting.  Motion carried.

NOVEMBER TOWN BOARD MEETING

Chair Brunette called the town board meeting to order immediately after the adjournment of the Special Town Meeting.

Minutes were distributed for the Board’s review and approval. A Motion to accept the minutes as distributed was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin.  Motion carried.
The Treasurer gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending Oct.31, 2014.  A motion was made by David Brunette, seconded by Deb Polinski to approve the Treasurer’s report, Motion carried.
Supervisor Bob Goodin said the town’s annual Christmas party is on schedule and we hope for a good turnout for Saturday, Dec. 6th.  The Fire Dept. will furnish the roasted turkey and beverages.  Santa will arrive around 6:30 PM.
The town clerk said that Command Central, who supplies the Edge voting machine we have is offering refurbished Edge II machines/printer for a great price.  The price is $1995.  A motion was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Chair Dave Brunette that the Town Clerk purchases the refurbished Edge voting machine to use as a second machine at the elections. Motion carried.  Money has been budgeted for this use.

The clerk said the election poll workers must be appointed for the next two-year term. At the last election, town resident Helen Kuczmarski volunteered to become a poll worker beginning in Spring elections 2015.   A motion was made by Bob Goodin, seconded by Dave Brunette to approve Helen Kuczmarski as a the following poll worker for the next 2 yr. term.  Deborah Polinski, Darlene Cady, and Juanita Kichefski act as Election Inspectors/Poll Workers.  The sub list will consist of Alex Polinski, poll worker.  A motion was made by Bob Goodin, seconded by Dave Brunette, to approve the above people as Election Poll Workers for 2014-2016.  Motion carried.
The assessor’s contract is expiring at the end of December 2014.  The Town Clerk furnished the Board with a copy of the current 3-year contract, and a proposed new contract received from UpNorth Assessments.  The Board had a few questions and action on the new contract will be tabled until the December 2014 meeting.
The Clerk received a request from Jim Flory to come to the next town board meeting to discuss Moen Lake landing.  Pine Lake has been talking with the DNR and found possible grants for this project.  The Clerk will add this to the December agenda and notify Jim Flory.

Supervisor Deb Polinski is coordinating the town hall improvement project.  Bids received for electrical wiring/ceiling lights, i.e., were received from TJ DeWitt & Co. and Gaber Electric.  DeWitt’s bid is $3878.97 and Gaber’s is $2,470 for the same specs.  The bids are good for 30 days.  Bob G.had one addition to the project, which was approved by the Board.  Deb will add this item to the specs.  A motion was made by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Chair D. Brunette, to accept the lower bid from Gaber Electric for $2,470 to replace lighting in the town hall.  Deb has reviewed flooring samples for the Town Hall.  The bid was let requesting a bid for flooring with install and without install.  
All invoices were presented and approved by the Stella Town Board.
There being no further business, The meeting adjourned at 7:10  PM.
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
