	Chair Dave Brunette called the meeting to order at 5 PM.  Quorum Present for the Town Board Meeting. Meeting noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/
Minutes of the last meeting were distributed for the Board’s review and approval. A Motion to accept the January minutes as distributed was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin, Motion carried.

	Treasurer’s Report
Chairman and Supervisor: New and Follow up Information

 Public Comment


	The Treasurer, K. Baker, gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending January 31, 2015.  A motion was made by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Deb Polinski, to approve the January 2015 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Suprv. Goodin summarized the fire and first responder calls for January, 2015.  This will be an item on agendas of future meetings. 
Supervisor Deb Polinski has received written quotes from two electric/lighting vendors from the area and will continue to follow up with the Board. She will get samples of ceiling tiles and flooring for viewing before a decision is made.   She has obtained estimates on floor tiles with or without installation.  Supervisor Polinski will continue to seek written bids for various improvements to the town hall and bring the information back to the Board.  If needed, the Board will advertise for sealed bids and hold a Public Bid Opening.
Rich Hirman, Stella resident, was present to ask about the road conditions.  He did not feel Oettinger’s plow trucks were doing a very good job on the town road intersections.  He felt more road money should be spent on pushing the snowbanks back and sanding more heavily at these intersections.  The trucks do not seem to be spreading the sand adequately around at the intersections, but instead, spreading haphazardly, depending on which direction they were plowing.  

Supervisor Goodin injected that the intersections have now been taken care of with adequate sanding and improved visibility due to pushing the banks back.  
Clerk Jean Fish informed the Board that there will be a Spring Election in the town of Stella, as local elected town officials and K-12 School Board members will be on the April 7th ballot.  The election hours are from 7 AM-8 PM at the Stella Town Hall. There also will be “in person” absentee voting during the two weeks prior to Election Day (by appointment only) from 10-5 PM at the office of Jean Fish, Stella Town Clerk, 3709 Rasmusson Rd., Town of Stella. This information will be posted on the three posting boards in the town.
Supervisor Goodin updated the Board that he has not received the paper work yet to apply for the culvert grants.  He added that the road work on Deerhorn Rd. should be first priority for spring road projects.  In order to be ready for Spring road work, Supervisor Goodin proposed that the Board advertise soon for bids.  Clerk Jean Fish indicated that since the project is over $25,000, and will need to be published twice before the bid opening.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Supr. Goodin, seconded by Chair Brunette, to advertise for bids for the Deerhorn road project, with the Bid opening at a Public Hearing scheduled for March 11, 2015, beginning at 5 PM at the Stella Town Hall.  The Town Clerk will prepare a Class 2 notice for the newspaper, and also post the ad on the three Town bulletin boards.  All ayes, Motion carried.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin to move the March Town Board Meeting (regularly scheduled for the 2nd. Tuesday), to Wednesday, March 11th immediately following the Public Bid Opening at 5:00 PM.
Bob Mott, County Supervisor, for Dist. 7, which includes a portion of Stella, said he plans to attend a Town Board meeting a few times a year to update the Stella Town Board on what is happening at the County level.  Bob Mott gave a detailed report to the Board and answered questions accordingly. 
Invoices were reviewed and approved for payment.
