	BID OPENING – DEERHORN PROJECT  

5 PM

Chair Dave Brunette called the meeting to order at 5 PM.  Quorum Present for the Town Board Meeting. Meeting noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/
Chair Brunette temporarily recessed the Town Board meeting and opened the Public Hearing for the Deerhorn Road Project at 5 PM.  Two bid applications and specs were requested by area vendors – Musson Bros. and Pitlik & Wick.  Only one bid was returned by 5 PM, on 3/11/15, to be eligible to bid. The vendor submitting the bid for Deerhorn Road was Pitlik & Wick, Inc. in the amount of $62,160.00. The Town Board reviewed the bid specs as Supervisor Bob Goodin went over them in detail.  Brian Pitlik indicated that a project they did in the Town of Stella approximately 4 years ago; using the same mix, looks great.  Also Bob said he had spoken with the other vendor that picked up a bid packet, but it was not returned.  Therefore, the bid by Pitlik & Wick was the only bid received for the Deerhorn project.  A motion was made by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Deb Polinski, to accept the bid from Pitlik & Wick for $62,160.00 for the Deerhorn Road project which starts at the end of the existing overlay off of CTH C and continues in or south for 0.61 miles. The project is to be completed by June 12, 2015.  All aye, motion carried.
Chairman Brunette resumed the March Town Board meeting at 5:15 PM.

Minutes of the last meeting were distributed by the Town Clerk for the Board’s review and approval. A Motion to accept the February, 2015 minutes as distributed was made by Supervisor Deb Polinski, seconded by Supervisor Bob Goodin, Motion carried.

Invoice Review
	The Treasurer, K. Baker, gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending February 28, 2015.  A motion was made by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Deb Polinski, to approve the 02/28/15 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.
Supervisor Goodin gave an update on the various projects currently on hold waiting for Spring.  Included are:

· Pitlik & Wick will finish the work on graveling of shoulders on Stella Lk. Rd., Spring Drive, and Tenderfoot Rd. by June.
· Pitlik & Wick waiting to finish blacktop project in time for camp opening this June, located on Camp Bryn Afon Rd. near Camp Horseshoe.
· Supervisor Goodin will check with the DNR on the Snowden public landing regarding any requirements the Town will need to meet when fixing up this area.  
· Supervisor Goodin will check with Oettinger Excavating when the guard rails on Stella Lake Rd. are going to be completed.  Supposedly he has all the materials.  They must be up by June.

· Supervisor Goodin has not heard anything on the bridge grants that he applied for to improve Rasmusson Road and Lilac Lane.  The town should replace Lilac Lane culvert as soon as possible this spring.  If we don’t get grants, Bob will get a culvert permit from DNR for Lilac Lane.  Dean Bennett, OC Highway Dept. will work with Bob on the DNR permits and writing grants.  Since this requires a 50% match, it may be too expensive to do this year, if so; we will try again next year.  He said he will continue to work on the Rasmusson Road improvement project each year.  The culvert on Rasmusson Rd. should be replaced in the next 3 years.
· It was noted that residents appreciated the “high” brushing that OC Hwy. Dept. did last year, spending approximately a week to do this job.  A motion was made by Supervisor Polinski, seconded by Chair Dave Brunette to authorize payment of $5,000 to OC Highway Dept. on completion of the week-long “high” brushing project.  All aye, Motion carried.

· Potholes will be repaired as soon as the weather permits.

· Supervisor Goodin will attend the District meeting on 3/13/15.  

· Weight limits will be on town roads either 3/13/15 or 3/14/15.

The Town Clerk noted that both local elected officers and School Board will be on the April 7th ballot.  The election hours are from 7 AM-8 PM at the Stella Town Hall.

In-Person Absentee Ballot Voting begins Monday, March 23, 2015 through Friday, 4/3/2015.  In-Person Absentee voting is Monday-Friday, NO weekends.  The absentee voting is by appointment only between 11 AM-4 PM.   Please call the Town Clerk at 715-369-0543 for an appointment.  You must also print out an Application for an Absentee Ballot from the town website at:  http://gab.wi.gov/elections-voting/voters/absentee
The Annual Town Meeting is scheduled by WI Statute for 5:00 PM on the 3rd Tuesday in April, which is 4/21/15, It can never be held before the third Tuesday in April.  As long as date for the meeting was selected at last year’s Annual Meeting, is on the third Tuesday in April, and begins at the same time and location as last year, then there is no required agenda or publications.  This is a general annual meeting of the residents of the Town of Stella.   All comments from the public will be advisory only.  The Town Chair will conduct the meeting within the guidelines indicated in the WI State Statutes (60.11(5).
The Town Clerk, however, will post the date of the Annual Meeting on the three town bulletin boards in the Town of Stella to encourage attendance.
Invoices were reviewed and approved for payment.
