Town residents: Al Ring, Greg Golden, Justin Hirman, Kristine Krause, 
	Chair Dave Brunette called the Town Meeting to order at 5 PM. The meeting was noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/. The town clerk distributed minutes from the Monthly Town Board Meeting held also on April 21, 2015.  There were no changes to the minutes.  A motion was made by Chair Dave Brunette, seconded by Supervisor Rich Hirman, to approve the minutes of the April 2015 meeting as distributed.  All ayes, Motion carried.

Supervisor Goodin summarized several items 
for discussion from the previous Town Bd. meetings. Due to time, those needing discussion will be placed on the agenda for the June Town Board meeting, if needed.
Supervisor Rich Hirman summarized new items that he would like involvement in.  
Review and pay invoices
	The Treasurer, K. Baker, gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending April 30, 2015.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Supervisor Bob Goodin seconded by Supervisor Rich Hirman, to approve the April, 2015 Treasurer’s report as read. Motion carried.

The only issue carried over from the Annual Meeting in April was a concern of Kristin Krause who lives at 3710 Deerhorn Road in the Town of Stella.  She said that when the snow plows their road, for some reason, more often than not, it stops at the Camp Deerhorn’s driveway.  She has a small vehicle and needs it plow to her driveway.  Supervisor Goodin checked into this and let will let Kristin Krause know what can be done. Suprv. Goodin contacted Oettinger Excavating and discussed this with him.  Suprv. Goodin will remind Oettinger of this next fall.
1. The Town Board reviewed the recommendation of the Stella Town Assessor, Todd Anderson, UpNorth Assessments, LLC; along with the Pine Lake Town Assessor, and Lynn Freimuth, Oneida County Tax Lister, to “clean up” some long-term concerns with assessments along the border line between the Town of Pine Lake and Town of Stella. After a lengthy discussion, led by Chair Dave Brunette, a motion was made by Suprv. Goodin, seconded by Chair Dave Brunette, that the Town of Stella accepts the recommendation of the Stella Town Assessor that the Town of Pine Lake is to assess Outlots C & D as shown on SM B7765, and the roadway between said lots if/when it is vacated by the Town of Stella in the future.  All aye, motion carried.  

2. New - Town of Pine Lake & Town of Stella will adopt resolution to hold Public Hearing:  The Town of Pine Lake notified the Stella Town Clerk of a Public Hearing to take place at the Fire Dept. Room #1, Pine Lake Community Building, 4197 River Road.  At least two members of the Stella Town Board will be attending the public hearing on July 1, 2015.  More specifically, the meeting will accept public comments or questions on the proposed discontinuance of a portion of Moen Lake Road, initiated by a Resolution of the Towns of Pine Lake and Stella Town Board May 12, 2015 and May 20, 2015. (See att. for description).  Pine Lake and Stella Town Boards will meet in a Joint Executive Session to act on the proposed discontinuance of the portion of Moen Lake Road as described above. The Stella Town Clerk will post this Public Hearing Notice as required a minimum of 15 days before the hearing.  A motion was made by Chair Brunette, seconded by Suprv. Rich Hirman to adopt a Joint Resolution between the Town of Stella and the Town of Pine Lake to initiate the process of discontinuing  a portion of Moen Lake Road. All aye, motion carried.
3. FOLLOWUP-The opening of Stella Town Dump for resident’s disposal of branches and yard waste ONLY is set for May 16, 2015.  Suprv. Goodin will be at the dump site from 9 AM-1 PM to open gate and assist.  Supervisor Goodin said he had been approached by several members of the Town that appreciated having the Town Dump open once or twice a year for residents to dispose of their leaves, brush and tree branches.  A motion was made by Suprv. Bob Goodin, seconded by Suprv. Rich Hirman to open the Stella Town Dump for Spring cleanup to Stella residents ONLY on Saturday, May 16, 2015, between the hours of 9 AM – 1 PM.  All ayes, Motion carried. The Town Clerk will place a small ad in the Star Journal to advertise the town dump opening the week before. 
· Suprv. Goodin summarized several points of interest as follow up to    discussions from the previous months.  These items will be on the June Town Board Agenda, if they still need discussion or action.
· Suprv. Goodin that the guard rails will be replaced and painted soon. 
· Weight limits were off 4/22/15, in the Town of Stella and Oneida County.  
· Supervisors R. Hirman and B. Goodin inspected Roosevelt Rd. and Cross Country Rd.  Mud trucks have done the worst damage on that road he has ever seen.  He called the Sheriff and they will have extra patrols in the area. Grading needs to be discussed.
· We will have to grade Roosevelt and Cross Country Road in mid-May.  The per hour rate for the County is $115.56 per hour, Musson is $150 per hour, and Pitlik is $125 per hour.  Pitlik will be out here for Deerhorn Road project.  It would be a good time to do the shoulder work. This will be put back on the agenda of the next meeting.  Bob will follow up.
· Semis have been hauling corn while the weight limits were posted.  When told they could not do that, the truck drivers said that the Town Chair had given them permission to run between 2 AM-5 AM. They caused damage to Stella Lk. Rd. in the vicinity of 4570 Stella Lk. Rd. and Sec. 9 Rd. the cost for these two potholes will be between $9-$10,000. 
· A culvert at 5490 Spafford Rd is still used by farmers and the road over the culvert needs to be fixed,
· The right of way next to farming land is being used right up to 1/2” from the road in some cases.  R. Jewel’s property is one of these.  The neighboring farmer has used up to 16.5” from the center of the road.  The farmer can plow right up to R. Jewell’s mailbox.  The Board will continue work on the draft letter to the specific land owners for the remainder of this planting season and thereafter.
· Still no news on grants for Lilac Lane and Rasmusson Road culverts.
· Suprv. Goodin has been replacing broken roads signs and posts as needed.    Also Bob gave fire No. sign to Steve LaPort.  
· Superv. Hirman and Superv. Goodin looked at the culvert and this portion of road and this culvert should not be taken out, but should be unplugged to allow spring runoff.
· Superv. Hirman said he has been researching a grant called “RU Grant” (reversible utilities).  If we get the grant, it will cover the actual cost.  Superv. Hirman is also researching “ideas” for fall cleanup.  
Invoices were reviewed and approved for payment.
