	Chair Dave Brunette called the Town Meeting to order at 5 PM. The meeting was noticed on the three town bulletin boards and also on the town website www.tn.stella.wi.gov/. The town clerk distributed minutes from the previous meeting.  A motion was made by Chair Dave Brunette, seconded by Supervisor Rich Hirman, to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2015 meeting as distributed.  All ayes, Motion carried.

	Treasurer, K. Baker, gave a report of the town’s revenue and expense accounts for the month ending 5/31/2015.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Supervisor Bob Goodin, seconded by Supervisor Rich Hirman, to approve the May, 2015, Treasurer’s Report as submitted.  Motion carried.

· New Information – The Towns of Pine Lake & Stella will adopt a joint resolution to hold a Public Hearing.  The Town of Pine Lake notified the Stella Town Clerk of a Public Hearing to take place at the Fire Dept. Room #1, Pine Lake Community Building, 4197 River Road.  Chair D. Burnette, Suprv. Goodin and Suprv. Hirman of the Stella Town Board will be attending the public hearing on July 1, 2015. The meeting will accept public comments or questions on the proposed discontinuance of a portion of Moen Lake Road, initiated by a Resolution of the Towns of Stella and Pine Lake on May 12th and May 20, 2015, respectively. (See att. for description).  On July 1st, Pine Lake and Stella Town Boards will meet in a Joint Executive Session to act on the proposed discontinuance of the portion of Moen Lake Road as described above. There was no opposition at the meeting. The Stella Town Clerk will post this Public Hearing Notice as required a minimum of 15 days before the hearing.  A motion was made by Chair Brunette, seconded by Suprv. Rich Hirman to adopt the Joint Resolution between the Town of Stella and the Town of Pine Lake, and to initiate the process of discontinuing  a portion of Moen Lake Road.  All aye, motion carried. 
· Follow-Up
· Suprv. Goodin summarized several points of interest as follow up to discussions from previous months, noting completion on most of them last month.
· The Town will have to grade Roosevelt and Cross Country Road in mid-summer.  The per-hour rate for the County is $115.56 per hour, Musson is $150 per hour, and Pitlik is $125 per hour.  Pitlik will be out here for the Deerhorn Road project, so it would be a good time to have them do the shoulder work. Suprv. Goodin will follow up.

· Semis that were hauling corn caused damage to Stella Lk. Rd. in the vicinity of 4570 Stella Lk. Rd. and Sec. 9 Rd. Bob stated the cost for fixing these two potholes could be between $5-$10,000. The supervisors will check on actual figures for this work and bring information back to the Town Board. 
· The culvert at 5490 Spafford Rd is still being used by farmers and the road over the culvert needs to be fixed.  The culvert by Emilsway has nowhere for the water to go. This culvert should not be taken out, but should be unplugged to allow spring runoff. Superv. Hirman and Superv. Goodin looked at the culverts and felt the Board should possibly have Oettinger take a look and come up with the best solution.
· The right of way next to farming land is being used right up to 1/2” from the road in some cases.  The Board will continue work on the draft letter to specific land owners for the remainder of this planting season and thereafter.
· Suprv. Goodin is following up with the Railroad company regarding RR signs that need repair.  One is by Schinkes, one by Stella Lk. Rd., and Moen Lk. Dr. 
· Still no news on grants for Lilac Lane and Rasmusson Road culverts.  The DNR was to check the culvert on Lilac Lane before the end of June.
· Suprv. Goodin has been replacing broken roads signs and posts as needed.    Also, Bob ordered fire number road signs for 3608 S. Limberlost Rd., 4269 Stella Lk. Rd., and 2709 Spring Drive.
· Stella Lake Rd. guard rails complete except painting.

·  High brushing is to be done by Oneida County Highway Dept. in July.
· The Town of Stella residents who live on E. Stella Lake Rd. asked to come back to a StellaTown Board meeting to offer possible solutions.  They are on the July 7th agenda. This is actually a problem of the Town of Piehl.  The residents who live nearby this road talked about continuing the road from Wildlife Trail; however, 4 or 5 other residents do not want the road to go through on their end.  According to the WI Towns Assn., the residents cannot override the Town of Piehl.  

· The residents were informed of the specs, per a Town Ordinance, they would need to follow for the Town of Stella to accept the new road when it is finished.  The residents were invited back to a Town Board Meeting to give new information.  Bob Motts, County Supervisor, said there was nothing he could do…they have to work with the Town of Piehl.   Several of the members will be at the July 7th Town Board meeting.  Chair Brunette suggested that the group get ahold of the State of WI Highway Core of Engineers to see if they had any ideas.  They were invited to come back to the Board with new information.  They are on the July 7th meeting agenda.
· Chair Dave Brunette requested that the Town Board allow him to have the annual highway report done by a an experienced company who could review and update the report with good base numbers for each road in the Town of Stella.  It is an Excel spreadsheet, and Dave does not have experience in the software.  After discussion, a motion was made by Suprv. Hirman, seconded by Suprv. Goodin, to allow Chair Burnette to get the Highway mileage report prepared by Pitlik & Wick or other company that works on Stella town roads.  All aye, motion carried.  
Invoices were reviewed and approved for payment.
