Discussion was held on the new Stimulus Bill and what might be available for towns.  Deb. Polinski will follow up on the search for grants and money for projects.  
Casey Crump, VFD, answered questions from the Board about what still needs to be corrected on the Fire Dept’s new building.  According to Rural Developments contract, we have a year warranty on everything.  A few cracks developed which will be fixed on Monday, Feb. 9th.  Also the molding will be fixed and adjustment made on one of the doors that isn’t working correctly.   The septic system drain line froze up since it is new and not really being used.  Deb Polinski talked to Greg Oettinger who put in the septic and he will take care of the frozen line.
It was noted that the new Assessor is still having trouble getting the former assessor, Mike Mulver, to turn over the town’s computerized records in a readable format.  Chair Brunette will speak to Hogan & Melms, the town’s attorney, regarding the next step the Town needs to pursue.
