Bob Goodin gave an update on the Moens Lake Rd. culvert.  He attended a highway dept. meeting this past week and the project was approved and slated for June 09.  Approximately 100’ of blacktop on Bryn Afon Rd. will also be replaced, including the corner.  Fifty percent of the project cost will be reimbursed by a culvert/bridge grant.  The town has to pay 100% upfront, and then be reimbursed.

	Deb Polinski gave an update on the town hall windows/doors remodeling.  ETI will be completing the project by the end of the month. Deb stated that Chuck Polinski offered his services to replace the tiles in the front door entrance and in the kitchen door entrance to the hall, as the tiles had deteriorated over the years and were cracked and broken.  Chuck will be doing this work at no charge to the town.  
Chair Brunette stated he had gone to the DOT to check on the availability of stimulus money for town road repair because supposedly the money was suppose to be available for municipalities also if they had a project ready to go.  The DOT indicated the town road Dave had in mind did not qualify as it needed to include a major road such as Hwy. C or Hwy. 45 to qualify.  
Dave also added he had checked with a Pitlik & Wicks and one mile of blacktop is now running at about $120,000.
Bob Goodin stated that the Fire Department is planning a dedication ceremony for the new fire building sometime in June.  They are doing some research of previous members of the Stella Volunteer Fire as they want to honor past members also.  June 6th is the tentative date for the ceremony/picnic.  That way seasonal property owners might also be available to attend.  The USDA, from which the town got the loan for the project, has offered ideas and help with the flyer for the event.
