	K. Baker gave the Treasurer’s report as of 3/31/09.  A motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report was made by D. Polinski, seconded by R. Goodin.  Motion carried.
Bob Goodin picked up three “Tobacco Free” metal signs and suggested that these be placed on the new fire building, the old fire department, and inside the town hall.  We would be more in line with the “Clean Wisconsin Indoor Air” law.  It was agreed the signs should be posted “inside” only for now.  A motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette that Supervisor B. Goodin put up the three “Tobacco Free” signs in the three places as indicated.  Motion carried.
D. Polinski indicated that her husband Chuck completed installing the new tile in the hall entrance and in the kitchen entrance way.  Chuck donated his time and materials for this job.  Greg Oettinger also recently donated $11,700 of his time and equipment during the recent fire department project.  The town is grateful to both men for their generous donation.  Deb Polinski, who is in charge of the town hall maintenance, will see that the hall floor is waxed and polished before the Fire Dept. open house in June.  Bob Goodin stated there is also going to be a major cleanup of the area.
Bob G. asked for a donation from the Town to support the City of Rhinelander fireworks display as the Jaycees are no longer putting this on.  Many Stella residents enjoy watching the fireworks display and he asked that we donate $100 to the cause.  A motion was made by D. Polinski, seconded by R. Goodin to donate $100 to the City of Rhinelander in support of the July 4th fireworks event.  Motion carried.
The Town Annual Meeting will be held on the 2nd Tuesday in April, according to state statutes.  This meeting no longer holds the same importance it once did since action on all budget items now takes place at the Annual Budget Meeting in December.  The meeting requires no agenda if there are no specific items and the meeting is held on the 2nd Tuesday of April.  At this time there are no items requested for the agenda, however the meeting will be held at 6:00 PM, Tuesday, 4/14/09 at the Stella Town Hall.
