	Three/brush cleanup

	Bob asked the Board what the process is if the Sheriff’s Dept. calls asking for the town to pickup tree limbs that are blocking a road.  David said if one of the 3 town board members could not handle it, then they are authorized to call Dan Matson to use his equipment to clear the road(s).  However, if power lines are done, then the first call would be to the Sheriff’s Dept. who would then page our Fire Dept. and WPS to take care of the wires first.  

	TRIPP Grant
	D. Brunette
	Dave B. stated there was a TRIPP meeting on 10/2709.  Ten grants are available and the Town of Stella was 10th on the list.  We are eligible for a $25,000 grant.  The entire project cannot go over $65,000, which is about ½ mile or less of blacktop.  Suggested roads for this work were a piece on Stella Lake Rd. that didn’t get done.  Another suggestion was a portion of Tenderfoot Rd. between Oettinger and Spring Lake Road was really in poor condition.  This has to be submitted very quickly.  Dave B. will work on the grant with the appropriate individuals so it gets submitted by the deadline.
