	· Approval of May 2010 Regular Bd. Mtg. Minutes
	Motion to approve May 2010 minutes as distributed was made by D. Polinski, seconded by R. Goodin.  Motion carried.

	· Approval of Treasurer’s Report
	The Treasurer gave the financial report as of May 1, 2010.  A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by D. Polinski, to approve the Treasurer’s Report as read.  Motion carried.

	· Updates by Chair and Supervisors

	· Bob Goodin stated the fire numbers for Fisherman’s Paradise were installed.

· The highway cleanup had good participation from the members of the fire department and others.  

· Bob checked and there was a building permit issued for the storage building put up on the cranberry marsh property.  

· Bob received two written bids from the Oneida Cty. Highway Dept. and Musson Brothers, Inc. for several smaller projects the town would like to get completed this summer, one preferably before Camp Deer horn starts.  Both quotes were under $5,000; however Musson Brothers was considerably lower.  A motion to accept Musson’s bid of $3,075 to replace/repair the black top at the entrance of Camp Deerhorn Road was made by D. Polinski, seconded by D. Brunette, motion carried.  A low bid of $8,195 was received from Musson Brothers, Inc. to repair/replace a small section on Spring Drive.  They would be cutting out the current blacktop, putting a new base down, and re-blacktopping the section.  A motion was made by D. Brunette, seconded by D. Polinski to approve this bid of $8,195 from Musson Brother, Inc.  Motion carried.
· Deb P. indicated she had received a nice thank you note from a citizen of the town for the great services provided to her husband from the Stella Volunteer Fire Dept. and First Responders.

	· New  State-wide “No Smoking” Law
	· B. Goodin wondered if the town wanted to consider a local ordinance on no smoking on Town Hall property.  We already have “no smoking” in the town hall, but since the statewide ban is going into effect July5th for all public places, Bob felt we may want to have a local ordinance for the entire premises outside the town hall.  Discussion followed.  It was decided to leave our ordinance as written for just the town hall at this time.

	· Fire Chief Bart Tegen 
	Bart stated that most of the towns in Oneida County have adopted a resolution for an agreement for a “Mutual Aid Box Alarm System.”  This is an opportunity to coordinate mutual aid.  The WI Stats. 66.03125 authorizes fire departments to engage in mutual assistance within a requesting fire department’s jurisdiction.  The Board felt this was a good idea.  Since it would require the action of the Board to approve a resolution to this effect, this item will be moved to the July 5th Town Bd. Agenda for further discussion and action.
